Each year in January, our Grade 6, 7, and 8 students participate in a for-
mal exam period.

For
example, students will learn that in order to do well on an exam, prepara-
tion and studying is an ongoing process and not something that should be
left to the last minute. Through the experience provided during our exam
periods, our students learn basic exam-taking skills and will leave St.
Charles with a self-knowledge of personal strengths and weaknesses that
will be useful in the future. Specific information such as the exam timeta-
ble and expectations were mailed to each middle years family. Additional
information is provided in this newsletter.
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Society is full of rules and expectations to which
all citizens are required to adhere for the safety
of the entire community. Some of these laws,
we may disagree with T i.e. traffic rules and
regulations (speed limits, cell phone use, or
creative turning), but we understand that these
laws are necessary for the greater good. To
further prepare our students for high school and
assuming leadership roles both in and out of
school, we feel it is important that our senior
students especially understand that their ac-
tions have a ripple effect throughout the school
and that they can make a positive difference
merely by modeling correct behaviour. We
spent the month of December teaching the Mid-
dle Years students, in particular, about the
dress code and the expectations for this new
year. Beginning in January, students will be
held more accountable for their choices, includ-
ing consequences which may include deten-
tions. All detentions will be served after school,
and parents will be notified of the dates in ad-
vance so alternative transportation arrange-
ments can be made.

and their coaches Mr. Vann, Mr. Espinoza, Mr.
Thibert, Ms. Smith and Ms. Kirkpatrick. Prac-

tices are being held after school.
