I encourage all 
families to join us on this journey by reading the 
following documents: Rethinking Classroom 
Assessment with Purpose in Mind and Commu-
nicating Student Learning Guidelines for 
Schools (http://www.edu.gov.mb.ca/k12/
assess).  Dr. Thorlakson shared with us that as 
schools go through this process and modifica-
tions are made, the process is never “cut and 
dried” or completed. Therefore there will be

And no one after drinking old 
wine desires new wine, but says, ”The old 
is good.” (Luke 5: 36-39) 

While meditating on these words of Jesus I 
suddenly realized that they apply very well to 
the beginning of a new school year.   A new 
school year brings a new beginning, a new 
energy and a new outlook on our year.  Je-
sus describes very well the balance required 
with regard to the past, the present and the 
future.

Q. I like to provide sweet treats for my peanut 
and nut allergic son at parties.  Do you have 
ideas for healthier treats? 
 
A.  It is possible to provide your child with 
healthier versions of sweet snacks such as 
cupcakes, muffins, cookies and cakes, keep-
ing in mind his peanut and nut allergies.  For 
starters, you can replace some fat in recipes 
with a fruit puree or applesauce.  Begin by 
replacing half of a hard fat (eg. margarine, 
butter) with a pureed fruit.  Don’t completely 
eliminate all the fat as it helps baked goods to 
remain moist and affects the overall texture 
and taste.  Also, look for cookie and muffin 
recipes that incorporate healthier flours and 
grains such as whole grain flour and flax seed 
powder   Adding salba, a grain high in fibre, to 
your recipe is another option.  Replacing 
chocolate chips with raisins, prunes, dates or 
dried cranberries will also bring down the 
calorie count.
